	Impact Future: a) Pupils have a wide variety of equipment to use each day to support and encourage their active play with a rotation of activities including agility, balance and stability, coordination as well as individual and team games/challenges and equipment for creative active play.  Sports coaches have led timetabled lunchtime sports clubs focused on a range of different activities based on pupil voice which have rotated each term for variety including archery, handball, tennis, football (including girls football) and netball.



b) All teaching staff have attended various CPD opportunities across the year and are more confident delivering PE as a result: Young Playleader Conference, KS1 Stability & Gym, KS1 Dance & Locomotor, KS1 Games & Manipulative Skills, Bee Netball, Gymnastics, Dartmoor 3 Ball (Striking & Fielding), SEND PE in Mainstream and Fun Fit.



c) We have had a busy year of competitions and have achieved great success in all curriculum linked competitions (Bee Netball, Gymnastics, Dartmoor 3 Ball for Y3/4 and Y5/6) reaching the Dartmoor SSP Finals in all sports and the Devon County Finals for Gymnastics.  We have also achieved medal positions in Cross Country and Cyclo Cross.  We entered a Girls Football tournament for the first time following the success of the Girls Football impact day and lunchtime girls football. 



d) Every class in KS1 and 2 has attended a festival at the local secondary school as well as three impact days at Wolborough.  These have included the following: KS1 Games, Summer Sports & Aesthetics, KS2 SEND Multiskills, Striking & Fielding, Invasion Games, Olympic Day, Badminton & Alternative Sports.  Impact day sport opportunities included Tri Golf, Girls Football and Ultimate Frisbee.  Every KS2 class has had the opportunitiy to access a scooter or skateboard session at The Lodge indoor skatepark.
