Modern Foreign Languages Curriculum Plan

We highly value languages as part of the children’s entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum. We aim to encourage children to develop an appreciation of languages

and foster their curiosity of the wider world. Languages underpin the connections, cultural capital and communication skills needed to be global citizens and open doors to
further opportunities.

By learning a different language, we are supporting opportunities to develop further fluency and linguistic agility, building foundations for learning further languages, and
thereby equipping pupils to travel, study and work in other countries.

The core resource within the school is Language Angels online program (Spanish). Our MFL curriculum is designed to develop not only our children’s language
skills, but also their love of learning a language. It progressively develops language skills, through regularly taught lessons. This allows the children to acquire
new language to then use and apply in a range of scenarios and topics. Children are encouraged and supported to develop their speaking and listening skills
through conversational work, activities and games. As their confidence and skill grows, children record their work through pictures, captions and sentences.
